Rolling Grant Program
The Ironia PTA is excited to supplement its Grant Program with an additional year-long program that will allow funds to be allocated to grants throughout the school year.  The program is intended to provide funds for instruction-related activities that will benefit the students of Ironia School.
Who may apply for a Rolling Grant?  Individual teachers may apply, groups of teachers may apply and teachers of special subject areas may apply.  Any Ironia staff member who has an idea that will enhance the instructional experience of students may submit an application for a grant.
*All grant applicants must be paid members of the Ironia PTA.  If a group of teachers applies for a grant, all members of the group must be PTA members.  

When may I apply?  You may apply throughout the year.  Applications will be considered by the PTA Grant Committee through March 1, 2011 or until funds are depleted.

How do I apply?  In order to apply for grant funds, you must complete the attached Rolling Grant Application.  The Application is available on the Ironia PTA website:  www.ironiapta.org.  You may complete the application and email it to the PTA:  irpta@rtnj.org -OR- the application may be printed, completed and returned to the PTA mailbox in the main office.  Please label the envelope PTA Grants.

How may the funds be used?  Funds cannot be used to purchase curriculum materials that should be purchased through the regular school budget process.  We encourage you to submit grants for materials that will enhance an existing curricular unit or for materials for a project that would be new to the classroom or grade.  For example, rather than purchase a general library of books, consider applying for money to purchase literature that supplements a specific unit of your curriculum.  
Is there a budget limit?  The grant proposal may not exceed $300.  Please be sure that all shipping, handling and processing fees are included in the $300 budget.  Any grant that exceeds the threshold should be held for the larger PTA Grant program in the spring.
How will my application be evaluated?  All applications will go through a blind evaluation.  The application will be assigned a number and will be reviewed by members of the PTA Grant Committee.  Grant readers will evaluate the application based upon how the proposed project supports the curriculum, for the impact it will have on students, and for clarity of the budget presentation.
Funds granted by the PTA must be utilized in the same academic year.  Funds not dispersed by June 15, 2011 will not be available, unless special approval has been given by the PTA.  You are free to resubmit your proposal the following year. 
Please Note:  The traditional Annual Grant program will continue to be aligned with the PTA Council Grant Program, following the Council fundraising event scheduled for April.
